CoC will be need to be complete before  
final connection! 

The ESC is the final step in the 
certification process. 
The CoC and ESC will often be a 
combined document.

Issues “Electrical Safety Certificate”

CoC

Electrical worker will have:
CoC, ROI, ESC, and other relevant documents 
to compete the Job and be able to issue a 
copy of the complete electrical certification 
to client.
